Our journey begins in the past. In Berlin, the city that has lived triumphs and tragedies alike and yet emerged as the city with a vibrant queer scene that we know today. As we walk the streets of Kreuzberg, we will weave together
stories from Berlin and Beirut. We will celebrate resilience, appreciate our hard-won freedoms and privileges and speak about today's struggle for the human rights of queers around the world.

Moving beyond history, we will arrive at the doorstep of one of Berlin's earliest parties for queer migrants. Through photographs, music and shared narratives, we will honor the legacy of all the queers who paved the way for the
present.

With a quick detour to Beirut - often seen as the last refuge for queers from the region - we will confront the reality of persecution and hate speech and how it has affected and continues to affect the queer community in Lebanon.
By connecting the dots between the past and present, and between the two contexts, we will answer some questions and raise some more.
